AN URGENT ALERT FROM TURN:                                        
A TAX REFUND ALMOST EVERYONE IS ENTITLED TO

Who Can Get a Refund: Anyone who purchased long distance phone service between Feb. 28, 2003 and Aug. 1, 2006, is entitled to a refund of between $30 and $60 on their federal tax return this year.  

The refund is available regardless of whether service was bundled or stand-alone, and regardless of whether the phone was a landline, wireless, or Voice over Internet Protocol (VoIP).

IF YOU HAVE ALREADY FILED YOUR 2006 TAX RETURNS, YOU MAY WANT TO CONSIDER FILING AN AMENDMENT IN ORDER TO CLAIM THE REFUND. 

Why:  Consumers paid federal excise taxes on long distance phone bills that the courts have since determined remained in effect longer than intended.

How to Get a Refund:  Either by filling out a single line on your 1040 (Line 71 of Form 1040, Line 42 of Form 1040A or Line 9 of 1040EZ ) for the standard refund, or by calculating the refund based on actual excise taxes paid and filing Form 8913, Credit for Federal Telephone Excise Tax Paid. 

The standard refund (based on usage data) is from $30 to $60 depending on the number of exemptions claimed. 

* One exemption, the standard refund is $30;
* Two exemptions, $40;
* Three exemptions, $50;
* Four exemptions or more, $60.

NON-FILERS can use Form 1040EZ-T to request a standard refund.
